JOB DESCRIPTION: 
Part time position for Psychiatric Advanced Practice Nurse (APRN) working with persistent and severely mentally ill homeless clients. Performs psychiatric clinical evaluations and treatment to stabilize clients in the metro  Atlanta area.  Assists in the evaluation and treatment of patients. Conducts patient interviews, and collects and interprets diagnostic data. Documents the delivery of care in the individual's medical records. Provides patient education and trains other health care professionals. Performs related responsibilities as required. 
DUTIES:
1. Provides diagnostic assessments, psychotherapy and other mental health services to indigent adults  individually and/or in groups.
2. Provides psychoeducational groups or facilitates and supervises the provision of such services by others.
3. Orders, dispenses and/or monitors medications for mental illness as indicated by medical protocol.
4. Refers clients in need of acute care or hospitalization to appropriate facilities.
5. Coordinates care with other agencies and facilities, making and taking referrals as appropriate.
6. Maintains appropriate documentation of client treatment plans.
7. Obtains physician consultation and/or coordinates medical care with the Nurse Practitioner when appropriate for the treatment plan of selected clients. 
8. Assists in procurement of client housing and maintenance.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS: 
Masters degree in nursing. Authorization from the Georgia Board of Nursing to practice as a clinical specialist, psychiatric-mental health nursing. ANCC certification as Clinical specialist in Psychiatric-Mental Health Nursing (for Adults). Experience with homeless or indigent populations, chronic mental illness, and substance abuse preferred.
